Hands On Gulf Coast (HOGC) began as Hands On Network’s response to the devastation of Hurricanes Katrina and 
Rita. Based in Biloxi, Mississippi, HOGC has been in operation since February 2006, continuing a partner’s operation 
opened in September 2005. Every week, volunteers from across the country come to Biloxi to work with HOGC in 
cleaning and rebuilding damaged homes, revitalizing public spaces, and supporting local community organizations. 
Some deployed volunteers are housed at the HOGC Civic Action Center, a unique and welcoming volunteer community. 
As recovery from Hurricane Katrina progresses, HOGC is working towards becoming a locally run organization that 
engages local volunteers in improving their own community through service. HOGC is committed to giving both deployed 
and local volunteers the chance to participate meaningfully in the recovery of the Gulf Coast; we are also committed to 
aiding the recovery process in a way that supports the visions, traditions, and efforts of local residents 

Description: Hands On Gulf Coast is currently seeking an AmeriCorps member to lead the Youth Development program 
in the Biloxi area.  HOGC currently serves in 3 elementary schools, providing one on one tutors for students during the 
school day, and support for after school programming, including homework help and extracurricular activities. HOGC also 
seeks to incorporate service-learning into school programming. The team leader position includes working with the 
Program Coordinator to oversee 3-4 project coordinators, ensure program goals are met, and manage the program 
calendar for the year.   

Positions Available: 1 Full Time (1700 hr, approximately 11 months) AmeriCorps member positions to serve in Biloxi 
Mississippi from January 7, 2008 to November 23, 2008.   
 
Responsibilities: 

• Ensure follow through with annual goals (4 after school clubs or programs running, 3 service learning programs 
with youth) 

• Conduct weekly team check ins 
• Create weekly team reports and update team blog 
• Research and coordinate program area-specific trainings 
• Manage budgets for projects 
• Evaluate program quality and conduct site visits 
• Attend school board meetings in Biloxi and Gulfport 
• Manage scheduling of special projects 
• Explore expansion opportunities
